at the ports last week compared to the previous week.

At Dublin Port, the shares between inbound and outbound
articulated-HGV traffic were 51% and 49% respectively.

At Rosslare Port, the shares between inbound and outbound
articulated-HGV traffic were 46% and 54% respectively.

The balance between inbound and outbound articulated-HGV

flow is nearly equal at the port in Cork.
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
